ABOUT 115,000 PEOPLE call the City of West 
Jordan home, making it the fourth-largest city in the 
State of Utah. Much has changed since Mormon pio-
neers settled this area in 1849. They ventured across 
the Jordan River in search of good pastureland for 
their livestock and never looked back. 

Located in the heart of the Salt Lake Valley, West 
Jordan is just minutes from a wealth of cultural, sport-
ing and recreational activities found in Utah’s world-
class mountains. It’s also conveniently located near 
major transportation routes, including I-15, I-215, 
I-80 and Bangerter Highway which takes you straight 
to the Salt Lake International Airport, and the UTA 
TRAX line which connects West Jordan with the main 
Sandy/Salt Lake TRAX light rail line.

Since West Jordan became a town in 1941 much 
has changed. At the time, there were about 1,800 
residents, and the city was largely a rural commu-
nity of about 4,000 people until 1970. Building 
boomed from 1973 to 1979 when the city’s popula-
tion exploded 500 percent to 27,329 and growth has 
continued ever since. The city officially passed the 
100,000 population milestone in 2007, making West 
Jordan a “first class” city according to state statute. 
With more than one-third of the city’s land still unde-
veloped, continued growth is expected.
